Also,  should special 
days or summer come around persons with a regular contract will be 
accepted first and have first choice.  Regularly scheduled children pay 
for their spot... it will always be available to them... you will receive 
credit for them when you have been here for a year for vacation time.  If 
you are a regularly scheduled person - persons with a "full t ime 
schedule" you will be considered first for special days and/or summer.  
If your regularly scheduled day comes on a holiday that we have listed 
you will pay regular price for that day - rent and salaries and 
preparedness does not stop.  Daycare has many wonderful benefits... 
however, if you are scheduled for a weather day that just cannot be 
made - again, rent,  must be paid.  Parents as much as it is a considerate 
cost - must consider child care in their budget.  Hopefully you know that 
we try to provide the best childcare.
